(2) U-MATCH duct unit with RS485 communication type: except for models
with cooling capacity less than 18 kW in (1) above.

(3) Big duct type unit: cooling capacity is bigger than 18kW.

(4) Zone control interface can connect only one unit of U-MATCH duct type

unit or big duct type unit. Two units can’t be connected simultaneously.

4 Function

4.1 Function Overview

Zone control interface is a component of area control system. Its function is to
conduct information interaction with duct type unit, collect RF remote controller
information on wired remote controller and in each area, and control air valve
operation in each area to achieve independent temperature control purpose locally.
Besides, the operation terminal is able to control zone control interface through cloud

service on mobile App.

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5.2 Installation Requirement

Don’t install the product in a wet place or a place easy to splash.

Don’t install the product in a place near high-temperature objects or a place
with direct sunshine.

Indoor installation is suggested. Suggested working temperature range for
installation is 0~50°C.

Before installation, please cut off the power of adapter, the whole operation
process shall not be energized.

To avoid any abnormal conditions caused by electromagnetic interference,
please pay attention to the following notices when conducting wiring.

Please make sure the connection port of communication wire is correct,
otherwise, communication error will occur.

To achieve the best transmission performance of wireless signal, don’t install
the zone control interface to the place with a large number of metal or electric
appliances of large power.

If the duct type unit is matched with zone control interface, it can control the
unit through the wired remote controller of the system and doesn’t need to

match with other control terminals in the duct type unit.

5.3 Installation Step

(1)

Confirm the type of duct type unit used, if itis U-MATCH duct unit with RS485

communication type, lead H1 and H2 of wiring board of indoor unit to the
8
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RS485 port of zone control interface; if it is a big duct type unit or U-MATCH
duct unit with Power line communication type, lead H1 and H2 of wiring board
of indoor unit to the HBS port of zone control interface.

(2) The 4-core communication connection wire which used to connect wired
remote controller and zone control interface, it should connect wired remote
controller with the Wired Controller 1 or Wired Controller 2 port of zone control

interface.

(3) Twist the standard antenna to the Antenna port of zone control interface and
make sure it is firm. The ambient of zone control interface shall be spacious
and with good transmission signal, the antenna direction can be adjusted by
rotation.

(4) There are two installation methods for zone control interface, one is horizontal

installation, place it on the stable table or platform.

The other one is vertical installation, fix it on the wall with screw, then hang

the zone control interface on the screw, as the following fig shown.

(5) Confirm the number of air valve used based on actual usage condition, then
connect the RJ11 port of each air valve to the RJ11 socket of zone control
interface Zone Damper (1-8).
(6) Insert power adapter terminal to the Power port of zone control interface and
please make sure it is properly connected and inserted.
(7) Conduct distribution network operation for zone control interface and RF

remote controller according to the area local terminal statement.
